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Dolgoprudny Historical and Art Museum was created in the
1950s as "Folk Regional History Museum" and the basis of the col
lections consisted of photographic materials, memories of the
town residents, personal items. In 1977, an art gallery was orga-
nized in Dolgoprudny, which was actively enlarged. On the basis of
local history materials connected with the town and art collections,
a town museum was created in 1982. In 1992, it was renamed to
"Dolgoprudny Historical and Art Museum". Exhibits representing
the historical and artistic heritage of the town were placed in the
halls of the museum. There are works of famous masters of fineart,
people’s and honoured artists of the USSR and Russia in the col-
lection. A large number of objects was donated to the museum by
the Art Foundation of the RSFSR. Subsequently, the collection was
enlarged with art items given to the museum by artists of Dolgo-
prudny and other municipalities of Russia. So, how can collection
be enlarged nowadays? By developing the exhibition activities.

A museum is not just a repository of artifacts, but also a living
organism, constantly developing and interacting with the world.
The exhibition space of our museum has gone beyond the tradi-
tional function of showcasing the existing collection and has now
become a powerful tool for enlarging it.

And one of the most obvious ways to enlarge collections s
through donations. When a museum organizes an exhibition ofa
contemporary artist, it often encourages the donation of some of
his or her works or collections to the museum. This can be botha
gesture of gratitude for the possibility of exhibition, and a desireto
ensure the preservation of and public access to one’s works. Col-
lection owners often see the museum as a trustworthy guardian of
their heritage. Our museum has a tradition of donating picturesto

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to the general public, but also provides invaluable support at the
beginning of their artistic journey. This can be both a solo exhibi-
tion and participation in a group project dedicated to a particular
subject or genre. Holding exhibitions helps attracting attention of
a wide audience to the art of young and talented artists.

In addition, the exhibition space at the Dolgoprudny Museum
is a platform for educational events, workshops, lectures and con-
ferences, which promotes the development of cultural education
of the rising generation.

Museum exhibitions can play a crucial role in returning the
names of artists, scholars, or cultural figures, whose creations or
discoveries have been unjustly forgotten or underrated in their
lifetime, from the oblivion. Thus, the exhibition of Aleksandr Hom-
ko (a painter, designer, installation and calligraphy master) was or-
ganized in 2025. A. Homko was a member of the Union of Artists of
Moscow and that of Russia, a member of the International Associa-
tion of Contemporary Art (CIAC — Italy), participated in more than
80 group and 20 individual exhibitions in Russia and abroad. His
works are in galleries, museums and private collections in Russi,
Italy, France, the USA, Great Britain, Japan. After his passing, the
artist was forgotten and an exhibition organized with the help of
relatives in the walls of our museum allowed not only to tell about
the artist, but also to enlarge the collection of painting works of
the museum by 150 items.

Of course, using the exhibition space to enlarge the collection
requires a smart approach: clear selection criteria must be devel-
oped so that exhibitions do not become a random set of works,
but actually contribute to enriching the museum’s collection. The
Dolgoprudny Historical and Art Museum attracts a new, younger
and interested audience. This contributes to the prestige of the
museum, its role in society and strengthens its position as an im-
portant institution for the preservation and multiplication of cul-
tural heritage.

The exhibition space of our museum is not just an arena for
display, but a powerful engine of development that can not only
enlarge its collection, but also shape the future of art and science
by discovering new names and ideas — and this is an investment
in the future of Russian culture.
